The first issue of the newsletter was published on the 29™ November 2008 to mark

the occasion of the concluding function of our quasquicentennial celebrations.



S) PLAN OF ACTION:

To organize 125 years celebrations and call our distinguished alumni from all over
the world and to felicitate them for their contribution not only to the institution but
also to the world at large.

Outcome:

Hislop College is an educational Institution that pioneered higher education in central
India. Several academic and cultural programmes were conducted throughout the year
to celebrate 125 years of academic excellence of the college. The concluding
programme was conducted on 29" November 2008. It was a grand programme in
which the distinguished alumni of the college, from all the walks of life, were
felicitated. The renowned personalities included eminent scientists like Dr. Shekhar
Mande (Shanti Swarup Bhatnagar Prize recipient), Dr. Saraswati Sukumar
(Internationally recognized oncologist, currently Barbara Rubenstein Chair Professor
and Head, Department of Oncology, Johns Hopkins University, USA), Dr. Anjali
Karande (Principal Scientist, Department. of Biochemistry, Indian Institute of
Science, Bangalore), Dr. R. Annapoorni (Scientist, MRDG, Indian Institute of
Science, Bangalore), Dr. Kamal Singh (Eminent physicist, Vice-Chancellor, Sant
Gadge Baba Amravati University), eminent social psychologist Dr. Ashis Nandy,

6) PLAN OF ACTION:

To make the placement cell better oriented for job placements of the students.

Outcome:

The college also has a Placement Cell that conducts workshops for preparing a
student for the job that he/she wishes to join. The cell also conducts various
programmes that orient the students on the opportunities available in various fields
and invites private sector companies to conduct interviews and pick up young talent
from the college. In spite of the recession in the market, this year 16 private
companies conducted tests / interviews in the college and 40 students have been

selected for jobs.



7) PLAN OF ACTION:
To encourage PG students for appearing increasingly in the NET and the GRE
examinations and to give them regular guidance so that the success rate in these

examinations improves.

Outcome:

Regular guidance was given to desirous students in the PG departments of the college
both, for the NET and GRE examinations. In some departments, senior students who
have already cleared GRE and have been accepted by foreign universities for research
took up the onus of guiding junior students for GRE. It is these students who prepared
material for guidance and engaged orientation and guidance programmes regularly.
As a result of this, the number of students passing NET examination this year has

increased.

Four students of Hislop School of Biotechnology and one student from the
Department. of Psychology cleared NET examination in this academic session even

before they cleared their PG examination.

8) PLAN OF ACTION:
To encourage our own PG students to join for research leading to Ph.D. in those
College laboratories that were recognized as Place of Higher Learning by the RTM

Nagpur University last year.

Outcome:
As a result, there are 14 research students in Botany, 9 in Chemistry and 5 in

Biochemistry.

9) PLAN OF ACTION:
To encourage our PG students to try and publish their dissertation work as

independent papers in refereed journals.

Outcome:

This endeavour is uphill for so many reasons. However, we have achieved some
degree of success in this area too. A PG Biotechnology student, Rinita Jonathan
published a paper in international journal of European Microbiological Society,
which was an outcome of the work she did for her dissertation and another student of

the same department, Abodh Tandon has communicated a paper to Current Science.

10) PLAN OF ACTION:
To encourage the sports department and the sportspersons top continue the stellar

performance displayed in the last academic session.



Outcome:

a Hislop College has displayed outstanding performance in sports by winning

more than 10 trophies. The college received “Best Sports Promoter
Institution In Maharashtra Award” by the Sports Journalist and Nagpur
Municipal Corporation and “RTM Nagpur University Award” for winning
“Maximum number of University Titles in a year” This was possible due to
the encouragement of the Principal and the incentives like fee concession,
special diet during camps, annual medical check-up, physical efficiency test
and some more facilities to the players.

Imparts free education to the children in the slum areas. There are three Balwadi
centres and one Sewing class functioning under HISAR. There are three teachers
appointed by the Director of HISAR for the three Balwadi centers and one teacher is
appointed for the Sewing Class. To supervise their work and to co-ordinate with the
Director, one Supervisor is also appointed for this purpose.

1. In this academic session, Sudani Nagri centre enrolled 26 students, Pandarabordi
centre enrolled 27 students and Jay Nagar centre enrolled 26 students. In all there
are 79 students studying in there three centers.

2. A Sewing Class in pandarabordi slum. Slum women take training at this centre
during the afternoons. HISAR is also providing training to these women without
charging any fee, with a motive to make them self-employed. This year 17 women
students have been enrolled in this class.

3. Every year the students and staff of the Department of Sociology, Hislop College,
Nagpur. organize a number of programmes in the above slum areas like
Environmental Awareness, General awareness programmes like Family Welfare,
Traffic Awareness, Health Awareness and Health Check-up camps were also
organized by the department.

* “Kshitiz” Towards Creating A New Horizon (A Project For The Children

Ragpickers of Bhandewari Dumping Ground, Nagpur): A Program funded by
world Mission: Rehabilitation of Rag Pickers of Nagpur

Ragpickers are a sizeable proportion among the poorest workers in the urban
informal economy. They earn their livelihood from the collection, segregation and sale of
scrap for recycling. These people help to keep the city clean and garbage free risk their
own lives at the dumpsite as it makes them vulnerable to a large number of health hazards
and infections and children too are a prey to this. The basic rights of the children of
having food, shelter and drinking water are denied at the dumpsite. The working
environment is a land filled with toxic materials and city refuse. There is a not a single
shaded place where the children can relax or sit for some time. There is also no place
where they can sit and eat or keep their food safely. The flies contaminate the food that
they carry and mosquitoes found abundantly on the dumping ground. Most of the
children prefer eating in the morning and they work the whole day and then eat food only
after they get back home. The children rag pickers commence chewing and smoke
tobacco from a very young age and soon they become addicted to alcohol. They are also
vulnerable to abuse and exploitation by the adult rag pickers. Beatings, rapes, dog
attacks, harassment, injuries and illness are a daily reality and exploitation at the hands of

the scrap dealers is common.

The following work is undertaken in this programme-

1. The project Kshitij started in May 2008, with the visit to the dumping yard and
conducting a baseline survey. The children in the dumping yard were observed
and the social workers observed the children and saw their daily routine in the
dumping area. Baseline survey in Bhandewadi area brought some basic facts
about the children and their habits. Most of the children had habits like, chewing
tabacco, smelling of whitner, ghutka, smoking, drinking, gambling. Some of them
have behaviourial problems like eve teasing, getting into brawls, going against the
parents, becoming drop outs and more.

2. After the survey, we tried to look for a place where we could get all the children
together as one big group. We found out a municipal school and sought
permission from them to allow us to meet with the children there. The school was
a good place as it was near the dumping yard, but far from their homes. The
children would get so involved with the dumping area that they would not come
easily to the dumping area. So the social workers would go everyday to the area to
convince and bring the children to the school. At the beginning the children were
only involved with playing as this got the trust and we had more children visiting
the school ( activity center). Games like, blindman's buff, cricket, bucket ball,
carrom, lagori, football, kabaddi, khokho, out out, snake and ladder, marbel and

spoon and more.



3. After two months we slowly started the studies bit, asking the children to draw
and teaching them to count in Hindi and English, teaching them alphabets and

hindi vowels, teaching the elder students grammar.

Present on going activities:-

=  We got a lot of toys and books for the children.

= Drawing books and colour pencils are stored there.

= Small children and the elder children are taught by turns. Elder students come
and do their home work there

= Class 5" and 9™ children have a kind of tuitions there. Indoor and out door
activities are taken like games. Awareness about health and
hygiene are done.

= Home visits are also being done to ensure the child's participation.

= Parent meetings to get to know the problems of the child.

= Having various competitions from time to time to make sure the child has
interest in the center. Teaching the children crafts to bring out the
creativeness in them.

= Examining of nails and hygiene on Sundays by the social workers to ensure
good health and neatness.

= Celebrating Republic day, Independence Day, Children's day and Gandhi
Jayanti and important days to make the children aware of

important days.

Changes brought out by Kshitij's intervention...

e Children have stopped spending all their time in the dumping yard; instead they come
to the center for two or three hour's everyday. Parents have started to bring their
children on their own to the center.

¢ (Concentration of the children in studies has increased a little.

¢ The children take bath and come to center earlier it was not so.

e The children who used to eat tobacco at all times now do not eat in class.

e They themselves say what they want to study, they suggest topics that they want to
study or talk about.

® Good habits have been seen in the children, they show their clean nails themselves.

e Children who were shy earlier, now come out and speak, recite poems.

e The children themselves do cleaning of the classroom, who come first to the class
cleans the room.

e Children have learnt to wish each other, now say good morning, please and the magic
words.

¢ Convinced the parents to send the children to school.

e We would like to start summer hobby classes like Mehendi and Embroidery
classes for girls and chess classes and life skill development, from 1% of May.
Start the one time snack for the children

1. The NAAC Peer Team had expressed the need for separate reading room and
stock room in the library. Construction of a separate reading room has been
undertaken and the reading room will be available before the beginning of the
next session. A separate room for E-library is being constructed and the same will
be available to the students before the beginning of the next session.
Another room for Network Resource Centre is also being constructed and will be
functional by the beginning of the next session
The functional area of the Stock Room is being enhanced.

3. Need for a hostel was voiced by the NAAC Peer Team.
